NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Reedley, Community Development Department has completed an
assessment of the possible environmental effects of the following-described project and has determined that an
Environmental Impact Report (EIR) is appropriate. This determination has been made according to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the State CEQA Guidelines, and the City of Reedley Environmental Impact Reporting
Procedures.

The Draft EIR has identified the following significant effects associated with the proposed project that can be mitigated to
less than significant: Aesthetics, Biological, Cultural, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, Public
Service, Traffic and Transportation, Land Use, Mineral Resources, and Population and Housing. There are
environmental issues (Agricultural Resources, Air Quality, Hydrology and Climate Change) that would remain significant
after the implementation of the recommended mitigation measures. In addition, the proposed project is not located on a
hazardous waste site enumerated under Government Code, Section 65962.5. Copies of the Draft EIR and all related
documents are on file and available to the public through the City of Reedley, Community Development Department
located at City Hall, 1733 Ninth Street, Reedley, California 93654, and the Reedley Branch Library located at 1027 E
Street, Reedley, CA, 92654.

1. Project Name: Reedley General Plan 2030 (General Plan Amendment Application No. 2012-002 & SCH
#2010031106) Reedley, Fresno County, California.

2. Project Description: The Reedley General Plan 2030 (GPU) is proposing to update the City of Reedley General
Plan 2012 (adopted 1993) and expand the City's existing sphere of influence by approximately 2,983 acres. The
GPU process focused on updates to the Land Use, Circulation, Conservation and Open Space, Noise, and Safety
Elements of the General Plan 2012. This general plan update is also designed to incorporate the goals and policies
of the various adopted specific plans including the Reedley Specific Plan, Rail Corridor Master Plan and the
Southeast Reedley Industrial Area Specific Plan. If adopted, the GPU would be the principal policy document for
guiding development of the City through the year 2030, while also providing overall direction for decision-making on
development proposals and day-to-day actions of the City’'s elected officials and staff.

3. Project Location: The City of Reedley is located in the southern San Joaquin Valley. The City lies approximately 22
miles to the southeast of Fresno and about 25 miles to the northwest of Visalia in south central Fresno County
adjacent to the Fresno County/Tulare County boundary. The proposed project area is approximately 10,620 acres in
size and is generally bounded by Adams Avenue to the north, Floral Avenue to the south, Englehart Avenue to the
east and Lac Jac Avenue to the west.
